
Digilock Installation Instructions
Vertical Body

Surface Mount
12-16 Gauge Door

Step 1

Place the plastic ring (b) onto the front unit (d).

Step 2

Locate the three lock mounting holes on the locker door. Re-
move the hole blocking plate (if any) to expose the holes.

Step 3

Place the mounting screw posts of the Digilock front unit (d) 
through the lock mounting holes on the front of the door.

While holding the front unit against the front of the door, 
place the rear unit (C) against the rear face of the door, align-
ing its mounting holes with the mounting screw posts from the 
front unit.

NOTE: Do not touch the rear unit connector pins (male connector) 
against any metal or other conductive surfaces. This may short the bat-
teries and cause damage to the lock.

Step 4Included Components:

TOOLS REQUIRED:
3/8” Socket attached to a screw gun or ratchet

(A) 

2 - Locking Nuts

(C) 

1 -Rear Unit

(D) 

1 - Front Unit

(B) 

1 - Plastic Ring

Warning: Do not use an electric screw gun unless equipped with a torque adjust-
er, which must be set on a low torque setting. Otherwise, damage may be caused 
to the lock.
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Step 7

Test the operation several times while the door is open.  Close 
the door and test the unit again.  Make sure there is no bind-
ing between the bolt and the door’s strike plate and/or frame.  
Adjust the locker if necessary.

NOTE: If during operation of the lock, the lock emits 10 rapid beeps and 
10 flashes of the LED, it is an indicator that the bolt of the lock is bind-
ing with the door’s strike plate and/or frame.  

To lock and unlock enter:

 c K

Slide the front unit (D) and rear unit (C) together making sure 
that the pins of the rear unit connector align with the front 
unit (D) connector.

NOTE: An audible triple beep and three flashes of the LED indicates that 
the lock was connected properly.  If you do not hear this beep, remove the 
front unit, press the “C” button and reconnect the front and rear units.

Step 5

Place the locking nuts (A) over the mounting screws and tighten 
to secure the lock to the door. (Do not overtighten). 

Step 6 Installation Complete
